Ministerial Program 

Ministerial Program: The Spirit of the Earth Church Inc. Ministerial Program is a training program for Spirit of the Earth Church Ministers. Members wishing to enter the training program must meet the following criteria:

· A Member must be a member as stated in the Bylaws. 

·  The Member must be 21 years or older.

· A Member must be with the Church for one year before being considered for 


admission to the Ministerial Program. 
Admission Process: Admission into the program is limited based upon the number of students in ratio to the number of mentors available. The admission process into the Ministerial Program is as follows:

· A member must meet all of the criteria outlined in Article IV- section 1.

· A member must fill out an admission form and write a letter stating why they feel compelled to become a Minister.

· A member must submit at least one letter of reference from a church member in addition to the paperwork stated above.

· The Minister’s committee will review all submitted paperwork and arrange to have a meeting with the Member who is applying. 

· Upon acceptance into the program each Member will be assigned a personal mentor.

· A Member wishing to go into Youth Ministry must agree to have a background check done at his or her own expense. The background check must be on file with the Church no latter than thirty days after acceptance into the Ministerial Program. 
Ministerial Program Trainee Expectations: Upon acceptance into the Ministerial Training Program the following is expected of a trainee:
· A trainee must sign the Acceptance Policy and Ethical Behavior Statement.
· A trainee must commit to the entire program. The Ministerial Program is between 3-4 years long, depending upon the trainee’s progress. 
· A trainee must abide by the Ethical Behavior Statement.
· A trainee must agree to connect with her or his mentor by phone, email, or in person at least once per week.
· A trainee must commit to attending most of the training classes.
· A trainee must commit to making up any work missed.
· A trainee must agree to notify her or his mentor by phone if they cannot attend a training class or a personal session with mentor.
· A trainee must agree to commit to becoming a volunteer for the Church the entire duration of their training.
· A trainee must commit to attending at least one Minister’s committee meeting per year of training. 
· Additional trainee requirements may be outlined in the Acceptance Policy.
Ministerial Program Trainee’s Privileges: Each trainee has the following Privileges:
· Each trainee has the privilege of attending the Minister Committee meetings that are open to trainees. 

· A trainee has the right to request to the Minister’s Committee to have a different mentor.

· A trainee upon completion of the Ministerial Program has the right to call themselves a Spirit of the Earth Church Inc. Minister. Upon Completion of the program a trainee will receive a certificate and official recognition by the Church.
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
